


News for 2009 Tuckamore season
Each summer, the Tuckamore Festival 
presents world-renowned ensembles 
and soloists to Newfoundland & 
Labrador audiences and communities.  
During this, our ninth season, the 
presence of prestigious artists such 
as the Lafayette String Quartet and 
incomparable pianist Louis Lortie is 
a testament to the artistic calibre 
and professionalism of the festival. 
In addition to their exceptional 
performances, all artists will present 
free master classes open to the 
general public.

We have expanded our artistic 
mandate to include a new chamber 
music piece by a living composer 
each summer.  In 2008, the Atlantic 
premiere of Duo for Violin and Piano 
by R. Murray Schafer  was broadcast 
on Sunday Afternoon in Concert, The 
Signal, Musicraft and Concerts on 
Demand. This summer, the CBC has 
commissioned Canadian composer 
Katarina Curcin to write a piano trio 
for Nancy Dahn, Timothy Steeves 
and Vernon Regehr.  This work will 
be premiered on August 15th and 
will be recorded by CBC Radio Two 

for a future broadcast on Sunday 
Afternoon in Concert.  Katarina 
Curcin will present an open rehearsal 
on August 14 during which she will 
discuss her new trio.

Community outreach continues to be 
a priority for the Tuckamore Festival.  
Our many free activities offered to 
the public include lunchtime concerts 
presented by gifted Young Artists, 
master classes, open rehearsals, 
workshops and a special concert 
designed for young children.  Nancy 
Dahn and Timothy Steeves will give 
a free workshop to members of the 
Suzuki and the Newfoundland and 

Labrador Registered Music Teachers 
(NLRMT) communities. Following the 
success of our Beethoven, Brahms 
and Blueberries concert last year, our 
Young Artists will go back to Brigus 
to perform in St. George’s Heritage 
Church. 

We are delighted that Jean-Claude 
Roy has once again donated a 
valuable art-work, November in 
Butterpot, which we will use as an 
auction item during our Cornucopia 
Fund raising Dinner on September 24.

Verne Somers is the new Chair of our 
Board of Directors.  No stranger to the 
festival, he has already contributed 
five years of his financial expertise 
as Treasurer.  We welcome Verne in 
his new role. Clare Barry, outgoing 
Chair, has been a major force in 
steering the festival to what it is 
today.  It is thanks to her dedication 
and hard work that the Tuckamore 
Festival has grown to be recognized 
as a serious and reputable arts 
organization both locally, nationally 
and internationally.
